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BBSA Divisional Teams

BBSA Club Teams
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The BBSA Divisional Program (similar to Little
League in the USA) provides a range of programs

for all youth age groups 4-18 years.

Players from all over Bangkok are eligible.

The BBSA Teams are assessment based: You are placed on

a team regardless of skill.

All teams generally practice at minimum one evening per week at ISB and

optional downtown practice.

Games are held on some Fridays and most Saturdays and range one to
three games per weekend at the well established Reinch Field on the

International School of Bangkok Campus in Nonthaburi , Thailand.

Proper sports attire for All Programs:

- Hat, pants, shirt are provided as part of the uniform.
- Personal baseball or softball glove.

- Cleats for field and trainers for indoor activities.

- Water bottle is recommended.

**Cleats are not allowed indoor facilities.

The Bangkok Club Teams are competitive tournament
baseball teams and require try-outs to be selected.

Players selected for these teams are required to participate in local and
overseas tournaments, as well as attending practices each week.

Registration in the Divisional BBSA program is also required. The
commitment to play on these teams means your child must attend any
practices, scrimmage games and/or tournaments, including participation in
the regular BBSA Divisional season.

NOTE 1: Excludes player and family travel expenses for overseas
tournaments such as airfare, accommodations and transport.

NOTE 2: The teams and tournaments are not sponsored or funded by
participation in the BBSA. Costs are borne by the teams/players. All

team coaches are parent volunteers, supported by paid professional
coaches.
